Dear Mr. Jarman,

This letter is to follow up on our conversation regarding my
project “Access Lenoir.” Thank you for meeting with me and inviting
me to submit to you and the County Commissioners my proposal for
increasing handicapped accessibility at the Lenoir County Courthouse.

As I explained, in 2004 I was involved in a sledding accident that
resulted in my needing to use a wheelchair for several months as I
recovered. During that time, I was a teen court volunteer. I found it
very difficult to get to teen court sessions in a wheelchair. Among other .
things, for example, the lift key was kept in the courthouse and you had
to come in to the County Manager’s office, get the key, then come out to
use the lift. I am sure you can see why this doesn’t work.

My project ““Access Lenoir” hopes to increase public awareness
related to developmental disabilities. I hope to encourage proper
signage and access points to aid people who are disabled. I am also in

the process of developing a resource fair to aid the disabled and increase
public awareness. Finally, I hope to build a ramp for someone who can
not easily exit their home due to a Iack of accessibility.

By now you are probably saying how this impacts the County
Courthouse. I am requesting a sign to be posted at both the McLewean
and Queen Street sides of the courthouse posting where handicapped
access is available. Additionally, I am requesiing that lift directions be
posted at eye level identifying the lift exists and how to operate it. I
would also ask that the lift be examined and if possible, a chain be
installed that goes across the back portion assuring no one can fall out
of the lift while the lift is in operation. Finally, I would ask that the
County Commissioners consider installing automatic doors to enable
handicapped individuals to enter the courthouse unaided. Being able to
independently access their environment is not only important, but
makes the community safer for those with disabilities.



I'look forward to hearing from you about this proposal. I also
invite you and the County Commissioners to attend the Resource Fair

on Wednesday, October 15", 2008 from 10AM-6PM at the Vernon Park
Mall.

Ttis my hope that by all of us working together, we can make

Lenoir County a model community for disability awareness and
inclusion.

LENOIR COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
September 2, 2008

The Lenoir County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 9:00 a.m. on
Tuesday, September 2, 2008 in the Board of Commissioners Main Meeting Room in the Lenoir
County Courthouse at 130 S, Queen St., Kinston, NC,

Members present: Chairman Paul Tayler; and Commissioners, Jackie Brown, Claude
Davis, Earl Harper, Chris Humphrey and Claude Stroud.

Members absent: Vice-Chairman George Graham

Also present were: Michael W. Jarman, County Manager; Tommy Hollowell, Assistant
County Manager; Robert Griffin, County Attorney; Lashanda Aytch, Clerk to the Board; and
members of the general public and the news media.

Chairman Taylor called the meeting to order at approximately 9:00 a.m. Ms. Brown
offered the invocation and Mr. Taylor led the audience in the pledge of allegiance.

Upon a motion by Ms. Brown and second by Mr. Harper, Mr. Graham, who was away on
a FEMA Mission, was excused from the meeting.

PUBLIC INFORMATION

Mr. Roger Dail Emergency Services Director addressed the Board regarding the status of
Tropical Storm Hanna. Mr. Dail stated Hanna was downgraded from a Hurricane to a tropical
storm earlier today. The storm is unpredictable and could take several different paths. The Neuse
River currently stands at 3 ft. with localized flooding being the main concern. If it becomes
necessary, the Chairman may have to sign an Emergency Declaration and Lenoir County may
need to activate the Emergency Operations Center. Mr. Dail stated everyone should have his or
her hurricane kits ready during the entire year, not just hurricane season. Mr. Dail stated he would
keep County Administration up-to-date on the progress of the storm that may hit Friday, The
Board thanked Mr. Dail for the update.

ITEMS FROM THE CHAIRMAN/COMMISSIONERS

Item No. 1 was Items from the Chairman and Commissioners. Ms. Brown recognized the
Child Support Division of the Department of Social Services for their statewide recognition in
child support collections. Last year, Lenoir County placed 78™ in the entire state for child support
collections; this year Lenoir County was 2" in the amount of improvement achieved. The Board
thanked the department for their hard work in bringing up the collection rate.

During the weekend of August 21-24, 2008, Mr. Taylor, Ms. Brown and Mr. Graham
attended the 101*" Annual NCACC Conference in New Bern, North Carolina. Ms. Brown stated
the weekend was full of information and educational activities for all Commissioners. Ms. Brown
stated the conference was very successful.



ITEMS FROM THE COUNTY MANAGER

Item No. 2 was Items from the Manager. Mr. Jarman stated the North Carolina Department of
Transportation (NCDOT) would hold a citizen’s information workshop for the proposed North
Carolina Transpark Rail Access. The workshop will be held on September 11, 2008 between 5:00
p.m. and 7:00 p.m. at the North Carolina Global TransPark Center, Room 148 located on 3800
Hwy. 58 North Kinston, 28504.

County Administration is in the process of completing environmental testing on the proposed
jail property, on which the County has a 90-Day option agreement.

Mr. Mark Pope, Economic Development Director, addressed the Board regarding Reliance
Industries. It has been reported that Reliance may be pulling out of Lenoir County. Mr. Pope
stated his office is in contact with Reliance and DuPont, to see what can be done to keep the
company in Lenoir County.

Item No. 6A was a Resolution Authorizing the Approval of a Blanket Purchase Order for
CDS: $4,900. Mr. Roger Dail, Emergency Services Director addressed the Board. Mr. Dail stated
the Emergency Services Department is responsible for public safety during times of
emergencies/disasters. For large events, this requires Emergency Operations Center (EOC)
activation. This type of activation requires a multitude of personnel to perform many different
tasks during the operational periods, until the county has returned to a state of normalcy. Grant
funds were received by the State in the form of a supplemental Emergency Management
Performance Grant this past fiscal year and are to be used for such purposes as upgrading
Emergency Operations Centers. Staff has determined that CDS can provide the electronic
equipment, at a comparable cost, with local technical support, to manage an effective emergency
operations center. This would ensure the grant funds are being expended effectively. Upon a
motion by Mr. Harper and a second by Ms. Brown, Item No. 6A was unanimously approved.

Item No. 6B was a Resolution Authorizing a Purchase Order: Garris Body Shop for Lenoir
County Emergency Services Department Ambulance Repair: $8,206.71. The Emergency Services
Department had an ambulance damaged from an accident on August 8, 2008, in Lenoir County.
The total cost to repair the vehicle is $8,206.71. Lenoir County 's insurance deductible is $1,000
and is included in the cost above. The department requests the Board approved the resolution in
order to execute a purchase order with Garris Body Shop to handle the necessary repairs on said

damaged ambulance. Upon a motion by Mr. Stroud and a second by Ms. Brown, Item No. 6B was
unanimously approved.

On June 27, 2008, the
County paid out $1,956,648.13 for two parcels of land to be used in trade with the State of North
Carolina for Sanderson Farms. Upon a motion by Mr. Harper and a second by Ms. Brown, Item
No. 6C was unanimously approved.

Item No. 9A was a Resolution Authorizing the Filing of an Application for Approval of a
Financing Agreement Authorized by North Carolina General Statute 160A-20. Mr. Mark Pope
Economic Development Director addressed the Board. Lenoir County desires to borrow up to $1.6
million for the purpose of constructing Lenoir County Shell Building No. 3. On Thursday, August
21, 2008 bids were opened for the construction of the Shell Building. Seventeen bids were
received, with Heaton Construction, being the lowest responsible bidder. Dunn and Dalton
Architects out of Kinston are in the process of completing due diligence. Upon a motion by Mr.
Harper and a second by Ms. Brown, Item No. 6C was unanimously approved.

ACTION REQUESTED:

The Board is requested to authorize Creech’s Painting, Inc. of Kinston, N.C. to paint the

interior of the District Criminal Courtroom in the Lenoir County Courthouse in an amount not to
exceed of $6,270.

HISTORY/BACKGROUND:

The Lenoir County Courthouse addition was constructed in 1982-1983. The interior of
the District Courtrooms has not been painted since that time. Medallions on the walls behind the
Judge’s benches have loosened and begun to fall. Water damage to ceilings has not been sealed
and painted. The walls have become dirty and the existing paint has been rubbed off in places
while trying to clean them. The current condition of the interior of the District Courtrooms does
not present a favorable image for the County. Administration wishes to repair and paint the
District Courtrooms one at a time 10t an effort to disrupt the legal proceedings as little as possible.

The District Criminal Courtroom 1is in the worst condition and will be first on the repair and paint
list.

EVALUATION:

The County Maintenance Department received three (3) bids to clean, repair, and paint
the interior of the Criminal District Courtroom in the Lenoir County Courthouse. Creech’s
Painting, Inc. of Kinston, N.C. provided the County with the lowest bid to perform the work as
specified. A copy of their proposal is attached. A summary of the bids follows:

Brinson Home Repair Kinston, N.C. $8.500

Resolution Approving Engineering Services for Geotechnical and Phase | Environmental Reports on
Parking Lots for Proposed Jail Construction: Froehling & Robertson, Inc.
and KCI Associates: $6,815

SUBJECT AREA: Purchases/ Bids

ACTION REQUESTED:

The Board is requested to approve engineering services proposals for Geotechnical and Phase 1
environmental reports on parking lots for proposed jail construction from Froehling & Robertson, Inc.
and KCI Associates in a combined amount of $6,815 and authorize the County Manager to execute
agreements for the engineering services with these companies.

BISTORY/BACKGROUND:

On August 4, 2008, the Board approved a 90-day option- to-purchase agreement on lots
adjacent to the Lenoir County Courthouse for proposed jail construction. Before exercising the option-
to-purchase agreement, the County must determine if the lots are suitable for construction of a jail
facility. Geotechnical reports may include, but are not limited to, description of proposed construction
and anticipated structural loads, site subsurface conditions, soil borings, test pits, groundwater
conditions, requirements for fill/backfill, foundation depth recommendations, and recommendations
for temporary excavations and permanent slope stability. A Phase I environmental report identifies
recognized environmental conditions of the subject property. A historical review of the site and site
activities is conducted to determine the environmental condition of the property. If a Phase I evalnation
indicates a potential for contamination, a Phase 1l site assessment involving sampling and testing
would be recommended. The cost of a Phase II evaluation is not included in this proposal.

EVALUATION:

Lenoir County has a 90-day option-to—purchase agreement on lots adjacent to the Lenoir
County Courthouse for proposed jail construction. Geotechnical and Phase T environmental reports
need to be performed on the lots prior to the County exercising it’s option-to-purchase agreement on
the lots. Froehling & Robertson, Inc. and KCI Associates, both of Raleigh, N.C., provided the County
with the least expensive proposals to provide Geotechnical and Phase I environmental reports on the
lots. A summary of proposals received for these engineering services follows:

Resolution Authorizing Emergency Rental of Off-Road Truck: Hertz Rentals: $7,825

SUBJECT AREA: Purchases - Bids

ACTION REQUESTED:

The Board is requested to authorize the emergency rental of an off-road truck from Hertz
Rentals for a period of one month in an amount not to exceed $7,825.

HISTORY/BACKGROUND:

The Terex off-road truck owned by the landfill is constantly moving dirt. In July 2008 the
Terex off-road truck broke-down, requiring an engine replacement. On July 21, 2008, the Board
authorized an engine replacement and brake system repair. A factory-rebuilt engine was ordered
and the replacement 1s in progress. Landfill operations must continue and the landfill director
attempted to use a smaller on-road truck to move the fill dirt required each day, but the massive
amount of dirt needed was too much of a strain for the smaller truck. To avoid permanent
damage to the smaller on-road truck, administration authorized the landfill director to rent an off-
road truck to be used at the landfill for up to one (1} month while the repairs are being completed
on the Terex off-road truck. The engine replacement and brake system overhaul should be
completed in 2-3 weeks.

EVALUATION:

Approval of this resolution will allow the landfill to continue to operate while the Terex

off-road truck is being repaired (2-3 weeks). A breakdown of rental quotes for a period of one
month follows:

Hertz Rentals $7.825
Gregory Poole $9,782
Neff Rentals No trucks this large available

Hertz Rental provided the lowest cost to the County for a one-month rental of an off-road
truck for the landfill. Management recommends the emergency rental of this truck from Hertz
Rentals for one month at a price not to exceed $7,825.

Grading, Inc.: $46,000.

SUBJECT AREA: Purchases - Bids

ACTION REQUESTED: The Board is requested to authorize the purchase of a 1990
Caterpillar 615C scraper from Davie Grading, Inc., 1623 US Hwy 158, Mocksville, NC
27028 for $46,000 delivered.

HISTORY/BACKGROUND: The landfill currently owns a 1990 Caterpillar 615C
scraper. Last week the transmission locked-up and caused the driveshaft to break loose
and penetrate the transmission housing. The hole in the transmission housing can not be
repaired. The landfill director has contacted suppliers to acquire a new rebuilt
transmission. The cost of a new rebuilt transmission is $30,000 plus labor to install. The
scraper is in constant use leveling, grading the landfill property, and hauling fill dirt to all
areas of the landfill facility. In the past 2 years, the scraper has been overhauled except
for the transmission. Landfill operations must continue. The cost of a newer scraper
(2000 — 2006 model) ranges from $200,000 to §550,000. The landfill director has located
in High Point N.C. a used 1990 Caterpillar 615C scraper identical to the model currently
owned by the landfill. A picture of this scraper is attached. The landfill director went to
High Point last week to operate the scraper. The scraper in High Point had $25,000 in
engine work done within the past 60 days. The chains are 90% good, the brakes are new,
the tires (which cost $2,500-$3,000 each) are almost new, and the transmission has just
been serviced. The scraper has only about 25 hours of use since all repair and service
work has been completed. Comparing the cost of replacing the transmission on the
scraper owned by the landfill to purchasing this scraper in High Point, the landfill
director feels that the purchase of the used scraper is in the best interest of the landfill.
This scraper can be used immediately or parts can be interchanged on either unit As the
landfill expands, the transmission may need to be replaced on the existing scraper and
return it to service.

EVALUATION: The transmission on the 1990 Caterpillar 615C scraper owned by the
landfill needs to be replaced at a cost of $30,000 plus labor. The landfill director has
located an identical used scraper in High Point for $46,000 delivered. The engine on the
unit in High Point has recently been rebuilt and other expensive parts replaced and
serviced. The tires are almost new. It is ready to be placed in service. Parts are
interchangeable between the two scrapers. The scraper in High Point can be used now
and delay the replacement of the transmission on the existing unit.

SUBJECT AREA: Legal

ACTION REQUESTED:

The Board is requested to execute the attached Quitclaim Deeds terminating reversionary
rights on land transferred in 1988 recorded in the Lenoir County Registry in Deed Book 881
Page 777 and land transferred in 1995 recorded in the Lenoir County Registry in Deed Board
1022 Page 469.

HISTORY / BACKGROUND:

The City of Kinston and the County of Lenoir deeded property at the former Kinston
Repgional Airport to the State of North Carolina on June 21, 1988 (Deed Book 881 Page 777) for
the purpose of constructing a new National Guard Armory. The City of Kinston and the County
of Lenoir also deeded property to the North Carolina Global TransPark Authority on March 6,
1995 (Deed Book 1022 Page 469) for the purpose of constructing the Mountain Air Cargo
Facility. Both of the land transactions reserved the right to reversionary interest in the event the
grantees failed to construct the specified facilities.

EVALUATION:

The State of North Carolina has constructed a National Guard Armory on Dobbs Farm
Road and therefore the property at the former Kinston Regional Airport transferred by deed
dated June 21, 1988 is no longer needed for an Armory site. Also the Mountain Air Cargo
Facility has been constructed on the property deeded to the North Carolina Global TransPark
Authority on March 6, 1995 thereby meeting the requirements specified. Since the land
specified in each of these transactions is a portion of the 307 acre site needed for Spirit
AeroSystems, it is in the best interest of the citizens of Lenoir County to terminate the

reversionary rights reserved by both deeds. Executing the attached quitclaim deeds will
terminate these reversionary rights.
